Pledge of Alliance
Call meeting to order
City Hall Repair Project-
 Clerk Payment explained the 3 bids that the city received. Clerk went over budget that is available for the project and explained that DBS found the existing office and main room was much worse than they had anticipated last August 2023.The floor joists under the building were almost all rotten and there was black mold present. Some residents asked if insurance would cover the costs. People voiced concerns about the potential of black mold being present up into the walls, and starting a repair may lead to many more costs other than just the floors. Clerk explained the urgency of making a decision tonight, or the Sourcewell grant may be lost due to not using the money in a year’s time
After much discussion a vote was made.
Two residents voted to keep all of the entire building and repair the rotten flooring underneath.
Majority ruled to demo the existing area that are rotted and create an exterior wall. Use remaining funds to start a remodel in garage/slab area with APRPA and Enbridge funds. The goal is to try to utilize any material from the demo to use towards the exterior wall.
Funding Available:
Sourcewell Grant- $50,000
Enbridge Grant- $30,000
ARPA (COVID) Funding – Approximately $12,000

A Resolution Regarding Nuisance Affecting Public Safety Or Welfare At 223 Main Street, Federal Dam MN.
WHEREAS, the City of Federal Daman opportunity to be head tom (the “City”) has requested the occupants of said property to voluntarily abate said nuisance;
WHEREAS, the City has provided notice and an opportunity to be head to the occupants by personally serving the occupants a notice of said nuisance and an opportunity to be heard;
WHEREAS, the presence of said nuisance is injurious to the public safety, health, and well-being;
WHEREAS, the City has authority under Section 92.23 of its ordinances abate the nuisance by seeking injunctive relief or an administrative search warrant;
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THR CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FEDERAL DAM , MINNESOTA AS FOLLOWS:
The City has determined that a nuisance affecting public health and well-being exists at the property located at 223 Main Street. Federal Dam, MN.
The continued presence of garbage and refuse is injurious to public safety, health and well-being.
Pursuant to Section 92.23 of the City’s ordinances, the City may seek injunctive relief or obtain an administrative search warrant to abate the nuisance.
The Mayor and City staff are authorized to take any additional action necessary to enforce this resolution.
A copy of this resolution will be mailed to the occupants of 223 Main Street, Federal Dam, MN.

The City will move forward with this Resolution and they completely approve this Resolution.
